FOR THE BRICKFACE CURTAINWALL

The Stonel brickface panel is a composite structure consisting of the faces of burnt bricks forming a panel 
mounted on a pressed metal backing plate and grouted with a polymer modified seam mortar.  The 
ordinary brickface panels are manufactured in a standard size of 600 x 1200 mm [23 5/8” x 47 ¼”].  
Custom dimensioning and cutting of the panel is done at the jobsite.  Only the panels intended for 
corners have to be custom-made at the factory.  The Stonel brick curtainwall is suitable on either new or 
remodel construction applications.

With the Stonel curtainwall it is possible to achieve various color combinations.

The Stofix mounting system has been developed to facilitate the quick and easy installation by concealed 
mounting of a variety of panels for a building façade.  By utilizing this mounting system it is possible to 
add more thermal insulation to and to straighten walls as needed on both new and remodel construction 
sites.  The Stofix mounting system is modular.  The pre-fabricated, precisely dimensioned parts guaran-
tee that the installation is precise and efficient.

The following things need to be considered during the planning:

The recommended starting height for the curtainwall is 500 mm [20”] above the ground.
The ventilation gap must be 25 mm [1”] and it must not be blocked by anything, as, for example, 
flashings.
The minimum allowable width, after cutting, of a brickface panel is 200 mm [8”].
For pieces that are less than 500 mm [20”] wide, and which do not butt-up to other panels along the 
longer edges, a mounting track must be installed for both the upper and lower edges.
In wall sections where there is a lot of jarring, as, for example, near exterior doors, it is recom-
mended that the installation tracks be mounted at 300 mm [12”] intervals.
It is possible to mount items, such as exterior light fixtures, weighing less than 4 kg [9 lb] directly to 
the brickface panels using nailed-in plugs.  Anything heavier needs to be mounted directly to the 
backing plate or frame.
